MUSIC PUBLISHING AGREEMENT B 


FIRST NAME FAMILY NAME (composer),

FIRST NAME FAMILY NAME (lyricist), REMOVE ROLE IF NEEDED 

hereinafter referred to as the Author or, where the context so requires, the Composer, Lyricist, Arranger or Translator, and the NAME OF YOUR PUBLISHING COMPANY, hereinafter referred to as the Publisher, have today agreed the following.



1 § Work

This agreement applies to the following work(s):

all existing and future works that have not been published by another publisher.

hereinafter referred to as “the Work”.


2 § Purpose and object of the agreement

This agreement outlines the transfer of certain rights from the Author to the Publisher. In exchange, the Publisher agrees to certain measures and compensation for publishing the Work, and this agreement details how the compensation will be shared between the Author and the Publisher.

Under this agreement, the Author grants to the Publisher the exclusive right to the Publisher's share of the exploitation of the Work in its musical form, as specified in this agreement. Exploitation in a phonetic form includes creating copies of the Work, such as transferring it to a device for reproduction (e.g., recording or mechanisation), and making the Work accessible to the public (e.g., public performance). All transfers for the exploitation of musical works are subject to the restrictions laid down in the customer agreement between the Author and Teosto copyright society. 

This agreement does not transfer the rights of the performing artist under Section 45 of the Copyright Act. This contract is therefore not a recording agreement.


3 § Publication of the Work

Under this agreement, the Publisher commits to taking necessary actions to ensure the Work will be recorded on a commercially released audio recording for the first time by _________________.

5 § Subcontracts

If one of the areas (a), (b) or (c) has been selected in Article 4, the Publisher is entitled to enter into subcontracts for the Work with foreign publishers, as long as subcontracting requirements outlined by Teosto and CISAC are complied with. In such cases, the Author remains in a contractual relationship only with the Publisher.

In these cases, the total combined contribution of the publisher and sub-publisher may not exceed 50%.


6 § Contract period (choose one of the three options)

Fixed-term contract

Contract covering the period of protection

[ ]	This agreement shall enter into force on the date of signature and shall remain in force as long as the Work covered by this agreement is legally protected. It shall also apply in situations where the term of protection or other protection of the Work is extended.


7 § Performance and mechanical royalties

The publisher's share of the performance and mechanical royalties for the Work is agreed to be 50%. The above share must be within the limits defined by the distribution rules of Teosto. Unless otherwise agreed, the Publisher's relative share of the remuneration payable to the Author shall be 33,33 %. 

The publisher's share of the remuneration for synchronisation and promotional use of the music licensed by the publisher is 50%.
 
The publisher's share of the performance royalties for theatrical music and performance royalties for Grand Rights licensed by the publisher is 50%.

The above-mentioned Publisher's shares may not exceed 50%.


8 § Distribution of performance royalties to the Publisher

The publisher's share of the performance royalties accrued for the work is paid to the Publisher:

9 § Management of rights 

Composer 
[ ]	grants the Publisher the exclusive right to accept adaptations of the Work.
[ ]	grants the Publisher the exclusive right to accept the inclusion of new text in the Work.

Lyricist
[ ]	grants the Publisher the exclusive right to accept translations.
[ ]	grants the Publisher the exclusive right to accept the inclusion of a new composition in the Work.

Arranger
[ ]	grants the Publisher the exclusive right to accept arrangements of the Work.
[ ]	grants the Publisher the exclusive right to accept the inclusion of new text in the Work.

Translator
[ ]	grants the Publisher the exclusive right to accept translations.
[ ]	grants the Publisher the exclusive right to accept the inclusion of a new composition in the Work.

The exclusive rights granted in this clause are valid only if the clause is ticked.

The Author may, at any time, grant or withdraw any of the above rights to/from the Publisher.


10 § Publication of the work in graphic form

The publisher has the exclusive right, but currently no obligation, to publish the Work for sale or rent as sheet music or lyrics. If the Publisher publishes the Work in graphic form on his own initiative, he shall bear the costs of producing the publication. Graphic form means any form of expression, regardless of the technology used, that is similar to sheet music or lyrics and can be used to present the Work.

The author has the right to request the publisher to publish the Work in graphic form, provided that he or she submits to the publisher a clear manuscript suitable for publication. The Publisher has one (1) year from the date of receiving this manuscript to publish the score of the work.

If the Work or its lyrics are published in graphic form, either on the Publisher's own initiative or at the request of the Author, the terms and conditions set out in the Annex to this Agreement shall apply. If these conditions have not been agreed at the time of the conclusion of this Agreement, they shall be the subject of a written agreement between the parties prior to the publication of the Work in graphic form.

If the parties do not reach an agreement on the terms of the graphic publication within 6 months after either party has formally expressed their intention to publish the Work in graphic form, the exclusive right to the graphic publication will revert to the author.


11 § Advances

As an advance on this Agreement, the Publisher will pay the Author.

The Publisher may not recoup any advance paid under this publishing agreement except in cases where the Author has committed a breach of contract under Article 17 of this publishing agreement.

12 § Other compensation

Any royalties received for the Work, which are not specifically allocated between the parties in this agreement, shall be divided equally between the Author and the Publisher, based on the net sales revenue, excluding VAT, from the use of the Work.

Unless otherwise specified in this agreement, the allocation of compensation for methods and related rights that are unknown at the time of the agreement shall be governed by the distribution policy outlined by Teosto.

13 § Accounts

The Publisher undertakes to pay the Author a statement of account at least once a year, at the latest nine months after the end of the financial year. This statement of account shall be accompanied by the remuneration payable to the Author based on the publishing contract. Additionally, a report detailing the income generated by the work will be sent to the Author. The statement shall include information on the numbers, prices and free copies supplied, as well as any other use. If no income has accrued during the financial year, the statement need not be provided unless the Author specifically requests it. The Publisher is entitled to apply the minimum distribution principles of Teosto in its accounting. The Publisher is obliged to keep the supporting documents for the accounts for a period of 5 years.


14 § Right of inspection

The Author has the right to access the documents relating to the Work at the Publisher's premises during normal working hours.


15 § Subdelegation of the agreement

The Publisher has the right under copyright law to assign the rights covered by this agreement to a third party only with the written consent of the Author. However, such consent is not required if the publishing business or any part of it is transferred. Such an assignment shall not affect the terms of this agreement.


16 § Separately agreed matters

17 § Right of termination

Author's right of withdrawal

1. The Author has the right to terminate this Agreement and keep the advance received from the Publisher if the Publisher breaches this Agreement in a manner that is materially significant to the Author. Examples include failing to publish or promote the Work as agreed, not settling accounts or paying compensation as agreed, or any other similar breach.

2. The Author also has the right to terminate this Agreement and keep the advance received from the Publisher if the graphic publication, initiated by the Publisher or requested by the Author, does not meet standard quality requirements and is not corrected as requested by the Author within 6 months of the Author’s written notice. Additionally, if the Publisher breaches the Agreement in a similar manner and fails to correct the error or omission within 3 months of the Author’s written request, the Author may terminate the Agreement.


The publisher's right of withdrawal

3. The Publisher has the right to terminate this Agreement if the Author breaches it in a manner that is materially significant to the Publisher. Examples include if the Work infringes a third party’s rights or if the Author fails to deliver the agreed material, return corrections, or commits any similar breach. In such cases, the Publisher is entitled to recover the compensation paid and claim damages from the Author for any harm caused by the breach of contract.



18 § Disputes

Any disputes arising from this publishing agreement will be dealt with and resolved by the Market Court, unless the parties to the contract agree to settle the matter through arbitration. This agreement will be interpreted in accordance with Finnish law.


By signing this agreement, the Author warrants that the Work is his/her own work and does not infringe the rights of any third party and that the Author has the right to enter into a publishing agreement for the Work.

The text of the agreement is the model music publishing agreement recommended by the Finnish Music Publishers Association, The Society of Finnish Composers and the Finnish Music Creators’ Association, updated in 2014.
